With a letter from 22.05.2008 to the commissioners Mr Glinter Verheugen, Vice President
of the European Commissioner, Mrs Viviane Reding, Turopean Commissioner tor
Information and Media; Mr Charlie McCreevy, European Commissioner for the Internal
Market and Services, Mrs Neelie Kroes, European Commissioner for Competition; Mr
Stavros Dimas, European Commissioner for the Environment and Mrs Meglena Kuneva,
European Commissioner for Consumer Protection (coppied to Mrs Monique Goyens,
Dircctor General of BEUC; Mr Yves Roland-Gosselin, Chairman of the Administrative
Council of COFACE; Mrs Anne Santamiki, President ofEurocoop and Mr Siephen
Russell, Scerctary General of ANEC) Solomon Passy and Gergana Passy propose the
introduction of universal chargers for cell phones. At the time they are taking the positions
of Minister of European Affairs and Chairman of the Foreign Affairs Committee in
the 40" National Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria. In parallel with this proposal,
Mrs Gergana Passy repeatedly provokes the French Presidency of the EU (during the
second half of 2008) and Solomon Passy - COFAC (Conlerence ol Foreign Affairs
Chairs) to support the initiative. Biliana Raeva, MEP, alsc engages the Luropean
Parliament with and inquiry on the topic from 18.07.2008.

The received response is positive and the efforts promise positive progress.

The European Parliament, European Commission and the European Council reach a
successful solution of the case, marked by the visit of the European Commissioner for
Industry and Entrepreneurship Antonio Tajani (held on the 11" February 2011), which
confirms that the European Commission take the initiative to heart and supports the
Bulgarian idea. ‘

In the meantime Solomon Passy and Gergana Passy have given numerous interviews on
the topic to the world press.

DEAR COMMISSIONERS,

[ would like above all to congratulate the European Commission, in your person
and through you, for the success of the drive to cnsure mobile number
portability. This measure substantially supported the free market, and its results
arc already felt by all of us, who actively use GSM services. | am now approaching
you with a request for further support of the freedom of the market and
consumer rights.

In recent years, with the steady growth of the use of mobile telephones, we have
noticed that the quality of their accessories (chargers, headsets etc.) has been
deteriorating, and their standards have been changing all the time (even between
models of one and the same brand). This needlessly increases the spending on
accessories.




As I have already had an opportunity to share with some of you, this adverse
trend could be reversed.

The main reason for this anomaly is the lack of a uniform standard for entry plug
connectors of the various peripherals (chargers, headsets, transmission cables),
which would be universally valid for all GSM handset brands. Needless to say, the
monopolization of peripherals impairs competition, which in turn, holds back
quality and inflates prices.

Evidently, if we standardize peripherals (say, to USB format), we
would substantially reduce costs and would facilitate the mobile
telecommunication service. As a result, consumers will only benefit
and competition will be protected.

Now that we are already able to switch operators while keeping our number, the
next logical step is to switch our handset while keeping our peripherals (like we
can switch to another Internet service provider while keeping the cables at home).

This approach would also lead to a reduction of waste of electrical and electronic
equipment, and to saving of energy, materials, and resources.

For example, in June 2007, China introduced such standardization of new mobile
headsets, which is expected to lead to annual savings of some USD 314,000,000.

I would therefore venture to approach you with a proposal to initiate
the requisite procedure; whereby, we could encourage harmonization
of requirements in this sphere within the EU, as well as convince all
stakeholders that this effort is in the best public interest.

T take this opportunity to wish vou and the entire Commission the best of success.

T am confident that
businesses and consumers will thus benefit not only from better products and an improved
environment, but also economically, because of a more rational use of resources and enhanced
compelitiveness in the global market place.

Dear Mr Passy,

In your letter you suggest standardisation of the chargers and interfaces for mobile
telephone peripherals.

The services in my charge have explored the matter and have discussed possible
solutions with representatives of the sector. On the whole, the Commission believes
that satisfying consumers’ needs is a task of the sector itself. Legislative rcgulation
would be pertinent only in case of market ineffectiveness. In this particular sector,
however, technologics are advancing fast. The appearance of different types of
batteries and interfaces, therefore, does not nccessarily indicate market
ineflectiveness.

The existing regulatory framework on mobile telephones' and other consumer
products does not provide for a possibility of regulation in this arca, with the
exception of the Directive on the eco-design of Energy-using Products.?

The Commission is studying additionally this question and is currently considering
the harmonisation of legislation related to the requirements for eco-design (including
energy efficiency) of external power supply sources, including chargers and other
consumer electronics. As an alicrnative to the voluntarily established standards and as
a means to mitigate the cnvironmental impact, a possibility is contemplated to
mandate the standardisation of interfaces for external chargers.

This is a tangible
achievement for all EU citizens and a solid EU contribution to prevetntion of global climate
changes. Moreover, this is a striking example of how a new EU member state,

like Bulgaria, could shape EU's leadership in global IT policies.

As you certainly know, the procedure was triggered and inspired here in Bulgaria, by a

motion which the two of us formally launched in early 2008, in our letter to your

predecessor Guenter Verheugen suggesting that he initiate an EC procedure, leading to
standardization of all GSM chargers, based on a USB format. This letter was accompanied by
dozens of articles*) of ours in the Curopean, international and domestic press. The answer of
Commissioner Verheugen was prompt and positive.

In 2008-2009 we were Chairman of the Foreign Affairs Committec and EU Minister of
Bulgaria and utilized our respective EU formats -- COFACC and EU ministers meetings -- to
advertise the idea and generate public, parliamentary and governmental support. Threfore
thanks are due to colleagues in Bulgaria and the EU who supported us in endeavour which
many people believed was unrealistic or insignificant.

Indeced, in the beginninig it seemed quite unexected to convince the GSM Association, ITU
and the big producers of cell phones to support this policy. And today a small Bulgarian
team, ourselves included, holds a Cerificate from the Bulgarian Patent Office for upgraded
elements of the universal GSM charger.

Dcar Commissioner Tajani;

We regard this development not so much as an occasion to celebrate an intellectual victory of
the EU. This is a moment to start new and reinforce existing EC policy. Namely, the policy
of electronic standardization and eco-designing, applicable to hundreds of others items and
goods. It will produce an enormous multiple effect in several different areas of human

life. Our calculations show that such standardization could be successtully applied to the
rechargeable bateries of cell phones, lap tops, PC's, razors, photo/video and professional
cameras, iPods, head sets, etc etc etc. The potential is really huge!




A pro-active standardization/eco-design policy of the EC could improve the every day life of
billions of people and lead to savings -- in terms of CO2, clectronic waste, consumers'
headaches and money, huge amounts of money -- which will make a long lasting difference
globally.

We do believe in your personal leadership on that. Rest asured that we and our team are
always at your disposal to participate in brain storming this farsighted policies ant its future
implications in theory and practice.

Once again, accept our congratulations and thanks on behalf of millions EU citizens and
billions of citizens of the world,

It is just that Passy appears to be the kind of man who not only has ingenious, unorthodox, and
brave ideas — but also sees them through.

This time he — together with his wife Gergana Passy — came up with a rather original idea
affecting positively the life of billions of pecple on the entire planet ~ the introduction of common
universal chargers for mobile phones. And, as in the case with Bulgaria's NATO accession and a
number of other exciting "Passy" projects, not only was a revolutionary idea begotten but it has
already become a reality - as the European Commission, the executive of the 500-million
European Union, just presented the prototypes of the common mobile phones chargers using its
weight and power of persuasion to get 14 major global producers on board with it.

Peculiarities of the Common Mobile Phone Charger

The first peculiarity was already mentioned — it was the brainchild of a Bulgarian couple —
Solomen and Gergana Passy. But before going back to those two and how they got their life-
altering idea, it's worth looking at why it is so great.

On_February 8, 2011, EU commissioner for Industry and Entrepreneurship Antonio Tajani, and
Bridget Cosgrave, Director-General of Digitaleurope, the largest association of European digital
technology industry, presented the first prototype of the compatible common mobile phone charger
during a press conference at the European Commission headquarters, in Brussels. The Bulgarian
.amily that invented the idea — or at least a Bulgarian representative — should have been invited to
this event for reasons having to do with what the EU is all about.

But it is still crucial that, having been made up as a joke around the dinner table in a Bulgarian
home (see below), the common universal charger for mobile phones is now a fact for the
consumers in the European Union as a result of the collaboration between fourteen global mobile
phones manufacturers and the European Commission.

"Easy; gain of time; gain of space; less environmental costs," is how Emilien Gasc, a Project
Coordinator at ANEC, the European consumer watchdog, summarized the benefits of the common
charger proposed by the Passy family in a _video report.

"Until now, if you changed mobile phones regularly, this often meant owning multiple, incompatible
phone chargers. These different chargers are a pain for users and produce waste, which harms
the environment. Today a single common mobile phones charger which can be used to charge
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t mobile phones made by different manufacturers has been made possible... In the long
troducing the common universal charger is expected to reduce electronic waste by more
50 000 tons per year. Taday there are more than a billion chargers hanging around in
ers," explains the promotional video of the EC entitled "One Charger for All" posted on
ulTube.

Solomon Passy himself has emphasized that the introduction of the universal chargers in the EU
will save not just millions of metric tons of WEEE (waste electrical and electronic equipment) but
also millions of tons of carbon dioxide emissions. These greenhouse gas and electronic waste
savings will jump through the roof is the same standard is adopted all across the globe.

Interestingly, the common charges initiative has been met with very little criticism and opposition
for such a significant project. It has not even alarmed proponents of free market competition, at
least in Europe.

"Criticism that the standardization of electronic devices hinders competitiveness is not valid.
“magine that somebody today says that we should introduce different plugs and sockets for every
electric appliance just in order to give way for competition. So we will thus have 2-cm sockets for
vacuum cleaners, and then 3-cm sockets electric shavers and so on. We just never think of how
much standardization has made our lives easier in order to worry — the application of this policy of
standardization of electric devices can only bring benefits," explains one of the two Bulgarians who
came up with the idea.

Passy has pointed out that the EU should go about applying the same principle to the
standardization of chargers for photo cameras, video cameras, computers, all the way to electric
shavers and toothbrushes if you wish.

"This will save the world a colossal amount of electronic waste and carbon dioxide emissions
produced every year just so the producers: can keep their monopolies on some charging gadgets,
whose diversity is really useless. And what we have suggested will be of great benefit not only to
“he consumers but for the producers as well. | can cite immediately a specific example. Computers
today are a thousand times cheaper than they were 30-40 years ago but that does not mean that
producers of computers today make less profit than they did back then. The mass production of a
certain good leads to benefits for both the producers and the consumers, and, what is more, the
greatest winner is environment, which means — us all. This idea is a colossal contribution on part
of Bulgaria for protection of the global environment," Solomon Passy told Novinite.com (Sofia
News Agency) in an interview.

From a Bulgarian Dinner Table to the Global Consumer Electronics Market

The case of the common universal mobile phone charger does show that good ideas can indeed
catch on quickly even if they have to deal with powerful corporations and massive bureaucracies.

International media have been quick ta notice that the process to reach the prototype common
charger has been relatively quick: in June 2010, the European Commission asked the world's
major mobile phone producers to ensure compatibility of data-enabled mobile phones.

The idea received the backing of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) in October
2009. The European Commission then handed down a mandate in December 2009 requiring the
European Committee for Electrotechnical Standardization (CENELEC) and the European
.elecommunications Standards Institute (I=TSI) to deliver common charger standards for data-
enable mobile phones, or phones that can be connected to a computer.

In June 2010, the European Commission asked world leading mabile phone producers o ensure
compatibility of data-enabled maobile phones. Only six months later, in December 2010 the new
technical standards for data-enabled mobile phones were published. In February 2011, the
prototype was presented in Brussels and it is only weeks before it hits the EU markets.

From now on, data-enabled mobile phones from different brands will be able to use the same
charger. The fourteen manufacturers which signed the Memorandum of Understanding regarding
Harmonization of a Charging Capability for Mobile Phones to introduce the new common mobile
phone chargers onto the European market include Apple, Emblaze Mobile, Huawei Technologies,
LGE, Motorola Mobility, NEC, Nokia, Qualcomm, Research In Motion (RIM), Samsung, Sony
Ericsson, TCT Mobile (ALCATEL), Texas Instruments and Atmel.
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plomon Passy disclosed for the readers of Novinite.com (Sofia News Agency) how the idea

fAat was in the spring of 2008, Gergana and | sat down to have dinner with the kids and,
/scussing the long, hard day that had gone by, we found that we hadn't been able to make
several important conversations among each other that day because our mobile phones ran out of
batteries. We started thinking why it happens so often that people run out of batters and are
unable to charge them quickly enough, ard we figured out that the main reason are the all kinds of
useless variations of the maobile phone chargers," he revealed.

The Passy family decided that since Bulgaria already was an EU member they needed to try to
use this membership to the benefit of billions of people so they wrote a letter to the then EU
Commissioner for Enterprise and Industry Guenther Verheugen and several other Commissioners
about the mobile phone chargers but also mentioning the potential for standardization with other
electronic and electrical devices.

"Commissioner Verheugen responded to us very positively, he accepted our arguments, and
~«INGS started to roll. After that the effort had to go through the world CSM Association (GSMA),
the International Telecommunications Unicn of the UN, and the 14 large global producers of
mabile phones, and finally, after a lot of efforts, much dealing with bureaucracy, and also lots of
persistence, things did happen. | am glad that a Bulgarian engineer and inventor — lvan Batsarov
— approached me and Gergana with the idea to patent elements of this common mobile phone
charger, which is what we did, and the patent is Bulgarian," Sclomon Passy, who is now the
President of the Atlantic Club in Bulgaria, said.

The Recognition that Bulgaria Deserves

The idea of the Passy family for the common universal mobile phane charger appears to be
comparable in scope and significance to other life-altering Bulgarian inventions — the invention of
the first computer by John Atanasoff, of the digital eletronic watch by Peter Petroff (Peter Petrov),
and the aviation inventions made by Assen "Jerry" Jordanoff (Asen Yordanov).

However, in the recent months, the media from across the EU and senior EC officials have been
extremely shy and stingy with respect to reporting that the idea for a common mobile phone
charger originated in Bulgaria, with former Bulgarian Foreign Minister Solomon Passy (2001-2005)
and his wife, Gergana Passy, a former Bulgarian Deputy Foreign Minister and Minister of EU
Affairs in the 2005-2009 Cabinet.

With all the justified or unjustified criticism that Bulgaria has been dealing with ever since it started
EU accession talks a decade ago, and all the vilification and bad publicity it gets in the European
press, the French and German Papers - not to mention the British tabloids, which seem to think
that Bulgaria is about as evil as Al Qaeda, the global warming, and the Khmer Rouge genocide
cambined — have shown little integrity in giving proper credit to Bulgaria in this case.

Luckily, EU Commissioner Antonio Tajani has recognized unconditionally Bulgaria's contribution to
the common charger project. In an interview for Novinite.com (Sofia News Agency), he declared
that the commaon mobile phone charger is a Bulgarian idea that the European Commission really
took to heart.

"I don't think you are right [that the EC leaves largely unnoticed the contribution of Bulgaria] since
the European Commission presented several days ago in a spectacular way this Bulgarian
initiative for the common chargers for mobile phones. The European Commission really took to its
heart this Bulgaria initiative. 14 large companies producing mobile phones have already
~ommitted to it, and we issued a call urging the rest of the world to follow the EU. We are also
now going further as we are advocating unified standards for chargers for computers, digital
cameras and other devices that need such chargers," Tajani told Novinite.com (Sofia News
Agency) in Sofia, continuing,

"So we have always recognized and pointed out Bulgaria's
efforts and contribution to this project — just as | did during
the conference on electric vehicles here in Sofia. The very
fact that there were four European Commissioners in
Bulgaria on the same day (Friday, February 11)
dernanstrates how much the EC has taken to heart
Bulgaria's cause."

The: Italian EU Commissioner viewed with much interest and

What is more, | don't think that the fact that Bulgaria faces criticism by the EU in
many areas must lead them to underestimate us in other fields where Bulgaria really has added
value and can be cited as a good example.”

The current Bulgarian government — just as its predecessors — warrants a good deal of criticism
for not making a good use of this invention and the ensuing recognition. Any other nation would
have taken up a massive PR campaign, had it come up with such an idea: all Bulgaria has kept
taking are massive blows of criticism from Brussels, as usual. :

It is high time that Bulgarian authorities — regardless of whatever darned political they might
belong to — commit to making Europe and the world more aware of what their country really
stands for. Bulgaria is not only corruption and organized crime contrary to what the international
media and politicians would have you believe.

This project to great extent restores people's faith in the power of the European
Union," summarizes Passy as to how he and his wife reacted to the successful realization of their
idea.

That way it will certainly be
able to generate even more great "CCC"-s or ‘family dinner table" ideas for the benefit of all.

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EU Commissioner Antonio Tajani: EC Took
to Heart Bulgarian Initiative for Common
Mobile Phone Chargers

Interview of Novinite.com (Sofia News Agency) with EU Commissioner for Industry and
Entrepreneurship Antonio Tajani. Tajani was in Sofia on Friday, February 11, 2011, for an
international conference on the development and promotion of electric cars. Tajani has
recognized Bulgaria's contribution for the creation of common mobile chargers - an idea that
originated with Bulgaria's Solomon Passy, a former Foreign Minister, and his wife Gergana
Passy, a former EU Affairs Minister, and became _a reality in February 2011 as the European
Commission presented their prototype.

Bulgarian Economy Minister Traikov and Prime Minister Boyko Borisov have made it
clear that Bulgaria hopes to become a "major player” in the development and
production of electric cars since they are a new and innovative product. Where you do
you see Bulgaria's potential in that respect? Are there grounds to believe Bulgaria can
become one of EU's hubs for electric vehicles?

Bulgaria is certainly one of the major players who have committed serious efforts to electric
cars and electric mobility. This is proven not just by the conference on clectric vehicles held
in Sofia on [ebruary 10-11, and other similar forums, but also during the meetings of the EU
Ministers for competitiveness in the EU Council of Ministers. Bulgaria has always declared
this commitment on its part.

What are the specific measures that the European Commission plans to implement in
order to encourage the development and use of electric vehicles?

We support all novelties that would contribute to reducing the greenhousc gas emissions. In
this regard, I have already authorized the European Committee for Electrotechnical
Standardization to creatc a common prototype for a socket and plug for electric cars.

Imagine the following scenario — a Bulgarian tourist goes by their electric car on a vacation in
Greece but cannot charge it there and has to come back by train or by bus. This is
unthinkable. We need a unified, common standard for the charging of these electric cars.

We have already allocated EUR 23 M for the creation of a common format of electric
charging points (EV charging stations). Together with EU Commissioner for Energy Gunther
Oettinger, who is the person in charge of'this file, we are working the so called Innovation
Partnership by coordinating all measures to encourage the so called green or environment-
friendly cars.

I am glad that you mentioned the need for standardization and common, unified sockets
and plugs because I would like to direct your attention to an EU-wide project that
started as a Bulgarian idca and initiative — the adoption of common unified chargers for
mobile phones. T would like to present to you this collage of the Bulgarian "24 Chasa"
daily showing the authors of the idea — former Bulgarian Foreign Minister Solomon
Passy and his wife Gergana Passy, former Bulgarian Minister for EU Affairs, as a statue
of ancient mythology gods holding the prototype common mobile phone charger. Why is
it that the European Commission leaves largely unnoticed the contribution of Bulgaria,
an EU newcomer, to the invention of the idea for the common chargers?

I don't think you are right since the European Commission presented several days ago in a
spectacular way this Bulgarian initiative for the common chargers for mobile phones. All
newspapers around the world wrote about it.

The European Commission really took to its heart this Bulgaria initiative. 14 large
companies producing mobile phones have alrcady committed to it, and we issued a call
urging the rest of the world to follow the EU. We are also now going further as we are
advocating unified standards for chargers for computers, digital cameras and other devices
that need such chargers.




S0 we have always recognized and pointed out Bulgaria's efforts and contribution to this
project — just as | did during the conference on electric vehicles here in Sofia. The very fact
that there were four European Commissioners in Bulgaria on the same day (Friday, February
I'1) demonstrates how much the EC has taken to heart Bulgaria's cause.

We recently released a promotional video in YouTube called "One Charger for All" designed
to promole the idea and thus to give credit to Bulgaria. A very pleasant video clip.

You have mentioned you believe the EU needs to establish a new body with powers to
recommend blocking foreign takeovers of strategically important European businesses
modeled on the Committee on Forcign Investment in the United States. Why do you
think such a body is needed and what constitutes a strategically important European
business? What exactly drives such concerns — is it specifically the acquisitions of
European companies by Chinese and maybe Russian private and state companies? I

I 'am very much in favor of investments coming from and originating from outside the EU,
and I am really opposed to protectionism. Non-EU investments are welcome when they help
factories and industries develop and grow.

My idea was just to open a debate on whether it is not a good idea to inspect these
investments in some way.

My concern stems from the fact that many investments are not done with a commercial goal.
If'they are donc to achieve commercial goals, then everything is OK. But they are used as a
trick to grab hold of know-how that can then be taken away from the EU, and thus lead to the
loss of jobs.

Many EU member states alrcady have rules in that respect. Not to mention that the USA
already has such a body that inspects all non-American investments.

Some very renowned publications — the French paper Le Monde and the Ttalian 11 Sole 24 Orc
— published an article about six EU governments — of Poland, France, Germany, Italy, Spain,
and Portugal — who expressed concerns similar to mine. With EU Commissioner Barnie we
have drafted a joint lelter handed to EC President Barroso asking for a debate on this topic.
This, of course, is my personal position.

The idea of you and your wife Gergana Passy for common chargers for mobile phones is
already a fact after the Furopean Commission presented the prototypes a few days ago.
How does that make you feel?

We are extremely happy to sce that good ideas can be realized through and via the European
Commission. This project to great extent restores people's faith in the power of the European
Union.

We are filled with many new idcas that we can offer in this respect, which we believe will
make people's lives better, and, what is more, they will also have a huge positive effect on the
fight against climate change.

Of course, if there is one area that we are unhappy about, it is the fact that Bul garia as a state
cannot take advantage of thesc inventions. I continue to believe that if our state leaders and
government want to introduce Bulgaria into this big, wide-open niche, our country will be
able to become EU's spokesperson on a wide range of issues related to climate change.

How did your idea for a common universal mobile phones charger originate? What was
the specific occasion that brought it up?

That was in the spring of 2008. Gergana and T sat down to have dinner with the kids and,
discussing the long, hard day that had gone by, we found that we couldn't have several
important conversations among each other because our mobile phones ran out of batteries.
We started thinking why it happens so often that people run out of batters and are unable (o
charge them quickly enough, and we figured out that the main reason are the all kinds of
uscless variations of the mobile phone chargers.

So we decided that since Bulgaria alrcady was an EU member we need to try to use this
membership to the benefit of billions of people. We wrote a letter to the then EU
Commissioner for Enterprisc and Industry Guenther Verheugen and several other
Commissioners.

Commissioner Verheugen responded to us very positively, he accepted our arguments, and
things started to roll.

After that the effort had to go through the world CSM Association (GSMA), the International
Telecommunications Union of the UN, and the 15 large global producers of mobile phones,

and finally, after a lot ol efforts, much dealing with bureaucracy, and also lots of persistence,
things did happen.

I have under the impression that the European Commission hasn't really given much
credit to Bulgaria for the idea for the common universal chargers for mobile phones.
Why is the recognition of the Europcan Commission so important?

[ think this recognition is good because it is a perfeet example allowing us to show that
Bulgarians can come up with great ideas not only when they live abroad but also when they
live and work in their home country.




John Atanasolf invented the computer in the USA, Carl Djerassi created the first oral
contraception pill also there. People need to realize that Bulgarians can give great ideas while
they live in their home country.

What is more, I don't think that the fact that Bulgaria faces criticism by the EU in many areas
must lead them to underestimate us in other fields where Bulgaria really has added value and
can be cited as a good example.

If we go beyond mobile phones chargers, what should the same principle of
standardization be applied?

We mentioned that in our letters to Verheugen as well — the same principle can be applied to
the standardization of photo cameras, video cameras, computers, all the way to electric
shavers and toothbrushes if you wish.

This will save the world a colossal amount of electronic waste and carbon dioxide emissions
that pcople produce every year just so the producers can keep their monopolics on some
charging gadgets, whose diversity is really useless.

And what we have suggested will be of great benefit not only to the consumers but for the
producers as well.

I can cite immediately a specific example. Computers today are a thousand times cheaper than
they were 30-40 years ago but that does not mean that producers of computers today make
less profit than they did back then. The mass production of a certain good leads to benefits for
both the producers and the consumers, and, what is morc, the greatest winner is environment,
which means — us all.

Does the standardization of electronic devices have negative aspects — for example, do
you think the criticism that it hinders competitiveness is valid?

This is not a valid argument because imagine that somebody today says that we should
introduce different plugs and sockets for every electric appliance just in order to give way for
competition. So we will thus have 2-cm sockets for vacuum cleaners, and then 3-cm sockets
electric shavers and so on.

We just never think of how much standardization has made our lives easier in order to worry
— the application of this policy of standardization of clectric devices can only bring benefits.

Why do you think the Bulgarian government isn't more active in asserting Bulgaria's
role and, for example, defending and promoting the common charger for mobile phones
as a Bulgarian invention?

[ can't say why that is but I will say that when I was in the government I did all I could to help
protect what is Bulgarian and to promote cvery Bulgarian achievement whether it belonged to
somebody from my political party, or just to some other Bulgarian citizen.

EU Commissioner for Industry and Entrepreneurship has rccognized Bulgaria's contribution
to the creation of common mobile phone chargers - an idea which originated with former
Bulgarian Forcign Minister Solomon Passy and his wife Gergana.

Novinite.com (Sofia News Agency) that the European Commission had "taken to heart” the
Bulgarian initiative for the common chargers, clearly recognizing the Bulgarian origin of the
idea.

Last week, the European Commission unveiled in Brussels the prototype of'a common

charger for all data enabled mobile phones to be sold in the European Union. The prototype
was presented by Tajani and Bridget Cosgrave, Director-General of Dig italeurope, the largest
association of European digital technology industry.

Thus, within weeks, as the common charger hits the EU market, data-enabled mobhile
phones from different brands will be able to use the same charger.




The fourteen manufacturers which signed the Memorandum of Understanding, regarding
Harmonization of a Charging Capability for Mobile Phones to introduce the new common
mobile phone chargers onto the European market include Apple, Emblaze Mobile, Huawei
Technologies, LGE, Motorola Mobility, NEC, Nokia, Qualcomm, Research In Motion (RIM)
Samsung, Sony Ericsson, TCT Mobile (ALCATEL), Texas Instruments and Atmel.

The adoption of the common universal mobile phone charger has multiple benefits including
eliminating the inconvenicnces caused for users from the fact that they have to discard an old
charger each time they buy a new mobile phone but most importantly reducing substantially
the amount of electronic waste and greenhouse gas emissions.

The idea for the common charger originated with Solomon Passy, President of the Atlantic
Club of Bulgaria, former Foreign Minister (2001-2005), and former Chairman-in-Office of
the OSCE in 2004, and his wifc Gergana Passy, former Deputy Foreign Minister and Forcign
EU Affairs Minister (2007-2009), back in the spring of 2008.

The Passy family started their initiative with a letter to then EU Commissioner for Industry
Guenther Verheugen, who welcomed the idea.
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Common USB Phone Charger

Two EU standards bodies have delivered standards for a universal
micro USB phone charger, which will let Europeans use one charger for multiple
phones, an idea, which came through as a Bulgarian patent.

On Wednesday, the European Committee for
Electrotechnical ~ Standardization = (CENELEC) and the European
Telecommunications Standards Institute (ETSI) released charger standards for
data-enable mobile phones, or phones that can be connected to a computer.

Technical specifications for chargers drawn up by the European
Commission have won the backing of 14 major mobile phone producers such as
Nokia, Research In Motion, Apple and Samsung. The first universal chargers
produced to the specifications are expected to be available in early 2011. The
process to create common chargers began in June 2009 when the Commission
won pledges from phone firms to back any standards it drew up.

All mobile phones on the European market will have to use a standard charger
after the European Parliament voted on a directive on 13 March 2014. The
directive passed with 550 votes in favour, with 12 against and 8 abstentions.
Following formal approval by the European Council, member states will be given
two years to import the rules into national laws and then manufacturers would
have a further year to comply. That means it would be 2017 before it came into
full effect.

However, media from across the EU reporting the standardization omit to
mention that the idea for a common mobile phone charger originated in Bulgaria
a few years ago, with former Bulgarian Foreign Minister Solomon Passy (2001-
2005) and his wife, Gergana Passy, former Bulgarian Minister of EU Affairs in
the same Cabinet.

"We are very proud — Gergana and | — that this idea, which started as a joke —
turned into a very solid Bulgarian contribution to the European technological
process. Our battle for this initiative started in Bulgaria, went through
the European Commission, the world GSM organization, the World
Telecommunications Union of the UN, and ended with the European



Commission's decision to introduce the common chargers starting in 2011. I am
glad that a Bulgarian engineer and inventor — Ivan Batsarov — approached me
and Gergana with the idea to patent elements of this common mobile phone
charger, which is what we did, and the patent is Bulgarian,” Solomon Passy, who
Is now the President of the Atlantic Club in Bulgaria, told the 24 Chasa Daily in
an interview in 2010.

Passy has pointed out that the introduction of the universal chargers in the EU will
save about 13 million metric tons of carbon emissions and about 16-17 million
metric tons of electronic waste per year.

"This is a colossal contribution on part of Bulgaria for protection of the global
environment. Bulgaria has demonstrated that a small country, an EU newcomer
can change established EU practices in a positive direction. The Bulgarian victory
with the initiative for a common mobile phone charger has shown that our country
has dozens of fields in which it can share its know-how such as standardized
batteries for mobile phones, computers, laptops, all the way to standardized
remote controls of audio and TV equipment,” Passy states.

Passy believes that, building upon the single charger initiative, the Bulgarian
government can become a "spokesperson of the EU" with respect to the economic
and environmental potential of technological standardization especially in the
context of global meetings on climate change such as the ones in Copenhagen in
2009 and Cancun in 2010. Passy has shared this idea with Bulgarian Prime
Minister Borisov and the Cabinet, and is hopeful that in 2011 Bulgaria will see
developments in this direction.

The then EU Commissioner for Industry and Entrepreneurship, Antonio Tajani,
has expressed his satisfaction with the introduction of the single chargers in 2011.

"I am very happy that the European Standardization Bodies have met our request
to develop within a short space of time the technical standards necessary for a
common mobile phone charger based on the work done by industry,” European
Commission Vice President Antonio Tajani said. "Now it is time for industry to
show its commitment to sell mobile phones for the new charger. The common
charger will make life easier for consumers, reduce waste and benefit businesses.
It is a true win-win situation."



The Commission expects the first common chargers and mobile
phones compatible with the new standards to hit the European market in early
2011. "Users who want to change their mobile phones must usually acquire a new
charger and dispose of the old one, even if it is in good condition," the
Commission said.

Since June 2009, more than a dozen mobile phone makers — including Apple,
Nokia, Research in Motion, Emblaze Mobile, Huawei Technologies, LGE,
Motorola Mobility, NEC, Qualcomm, Samsung, Sony, Ericsson, TCT Mobile
(ALCATEL), Texas Instruments, and Atmel — agreed to standardize on the
micro USB plug in Europe.

It received the backing of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) in
October 2009. The European Commission then handed down a mandate in
December 2009 requiring CENELEC and ETSI to deliver common charger
standards. The groups have now delivered on that requirement.

While many manufacturers will have to make changes to live up to the (voluntary)
agreement, it's arguably Apple where the change would be most notable. It
remains to be seen if the company, which is heavily design-led, will indeed add
the mini-USB charging socket to European iPhone, and in turn, if it will keep its
familiar long and flat socket for data transfers.
